FACT SHEET
GENERAL INFORMATION ON HAINA:
The setting of Haina Kalahari Lodge is classically African, relaxed and informal. The Main Boma consists of a lounge, dining room, a swimming pool, sun deck & a well-appointed bar area decorated in wood and thatch. An adjacent waterhole, where Game comes to drink throughout the day, allows guests the luxury of game viewing from the Boma. The Lodge accommodates 20 guests in tented accommodation which are all private with their own decks. Brakah Campsite, situated ±3km from the main lodge, can accommodate 25 guests. Weather conditions and terrain at Haina lend themselves particularly well towards photographic safaris. 
LOCATION:
Central Botswana: on the northern border of the Central Kalahari Game Reserve.

Main gate: GPS co-ordinates S 21º 00.006’ E 023º 41.085’

The lodge: GPS co-ordinates S 20º 56.966’ E 023º 40.684’
Campsite:  GPS co-ordinates S 20° 59.310’ E 023° 41.905’
Approx travelling time from Haina to:

-Matsweri Gate (closest entrance to CKGR) is 47 km / travelling time 45 minutes, by road.
-Maun is 170km / travelling time is approximately 2hrs, by road and 25- 30 minutes by air (62 nautical miles).
Landing Strip information:

Haina Kalahari Lodge airstrip is licensed for public use for aircraft up to 5700 kg.  Sand & Clay surface, 1300m long, 04/184 directions. The co-ordinates are S20, 57 E 023, 40.  It is unfenced and animals could be on the runway.  All private fly inns to Haina Ventures airstrip need to notify the lodge of ETA and an Aircraft Indemnity form needs to be filled and signed prior to landing.  This form is available from our reservations office.
GOING BY ROAD:

4x4’s are essential in all of Botswana’s reserves.  Be entirely self-sufficient as there are no shops or supplies once you leave Rakops/Maun/Ghanzi.  This means carrying enough water for drinking and sufficient fuel with a wide safety margin. Fuel consumption in the sand will be higher than usual.

Route via Rakops:

The most obvious and practical route is via Rakops, the last refuelling stop on the main tar road between Maun & Letlakhane.  Mopipi is the most reliable for petrol. The turnoff to the Haina Kalahari Lodge is ±18km North of Rakops. Turn left at the Haina Kalahari Lodge signboard and follow the cut line for ±57km until you reach the Kuke Veterinary Gate.  Pass through the gate and follow the Central Kalahari Game Reserve fence line for ±22km until you reach the Haina Kalahari Lodge signboard. Turn to your right and follow this road for ±4km to the Main Lodge (S 20º 56.966’ E 023º 40.684’).
Route via Maun

From Maun follow the Francistown road for ±52km and turn right at the Makalamabedi signboard.  Follow this road for 18km to Makalamabedi.  Before passing through the Makalamabedi Veterinary Gate, turn right into 2 spoor sand road and follow the veterinary fence line for ±75km until you reach the Kuke Veterinary Gate. The road swerves to the right pass the Kuke Veterinary post along CKGR.  Follow this road along the fence line for ±22km until you reach the Haina Kalahari Lodge signboard. Turn to your right and follow this road for ±4km to the Main Lodge (S 20º 56.966’ E 023º 40.684’).

From Ghanzi

Follow the Maun tar road for ±110km until you reach the Kuke Veterinary Gate.  After you have passed through the gate, carry on for ±200m and turn to your right onto the gravel road.  Drive on for ±4km and turn to your right onto 2 spoor sand road.  Follow the Central Kalahari Game Reserves’ fence line for ±120km until you reach the Haina Kalahari Lodge signboard.  Turn to your left and follow this road for ±4km to the Main Lodge (S 20º 56.966’ E 023º 40.684’).
From Namibia

From the Buitebos Border Post proceed to Ghanzi.
From the Mohembo Border Post proceed to Maun or Ghanzi.
FACTS ON THE RESERVE: 
Haina Kalahari Lodge is located in a Wildlife Conservancy consisting of 11,000 HA. The real African safari experienced in semi arid, pristine Bush land and open savannah allows one the opportunity to feel the harshness in the heart of Botswana.    

Rainy season is November to March, average rainfall 450mm.

Average temperatures:  Summer varies between daytime 18-37°C and Winter 5 -26°C
Animals found on the reserve: 

All animals on the reserve are in their natural habitat. Haina is big cat country, with a lion pride roaming the area. Several territorial leopards and cheetahs also move through the conservancy. There are the usual antelope species especially Gemsbok, Blue Wildebeest, Eland.  Kudu and Impala are plentiful. Cheetah, Wild Dog and Brown Hyena are the rare sightings that have occurred as well. 

Birds found on the reserve: 

Both migrating and residential species with over 250 species positively identified. 
FACTS ON THE ACTIVITIES:
Guest’s preference, weather conditions and seasons are always taken into account when planning guest activities. 
The times and durations below are meant as guidelines only.

Guided Walks: 

Bush Trail - Join the Professional guide and Bushman tracker on a bush trail. Learn more about animal spoor, the vegetation of the Kalahari. Varied lengths and duration depending on the guests physical fitness but anything between 3-5 kilometres 
Game Drives: 
Game Drives, in open vehicles, are led by an experienced professional guide and are offered at sunrise and sunset. Evening sundowners are served with the sun setting over the Kalahari.

Duration and Departure times: The guest’s preferences are taken into consideration with normal duration of 2 hours. Departure times normally 8am and 4pm. 

Night Game Drives:

Departure times at 9pm (after dinner). The African night sky in the Kalahari is spectacular and is a sight one will never forget. 
Bushmen Cultural experience:
Haina Kalahari Lodge is located in close proximity to the ancient mecca of the Bushmen who inhabited the area about 6 000 years ago. Haina is home to a group of Bushmen, who are free to continue their nomadic life or join the experienced staff at Haina. They will share with you how they go about their daily lives, how they search for roots and plants to live on, how to make a fire and do a rain dance.
Quad Bike Safaris:
The Quad bike safari is a novel way to explore the captivating Kalahari land around Haina Kalahari Lodge and to experience the fresh air that nature offers.

The cost for this activity is not included in the accommodation rates, please see rate sheet for costs. 

FACTS ON THE ACCOMMODATION:
The luxury tents consist of a bedroom and en-suite bathroom with shower and toilet, whilst the superior luxury tents have thatch roofs, large decks and full bathrooms (shower and bath). All units are furnished in subtle earth tones and dark woods in a contemporary African theme and reflect the bush area.

The Tents provide: tea & coffee making facilities, safes, mosquito nets, gowns, fragrant cotton percale linen with beautiful covers, duvets and ‘made-in-Africa’ furnishings. 
To accommodate children we recommend our Super luxury family unit, which consist of one King size bed and two ¾ beds.  
Tent configuration:

-Luxury tents have either double or twin beds & en suite bathrooms with a shower

-Superior Luxury tents have either King size or twin beds & en suite bathrooms with separate shower and bath.

FACTS ON FACILITIES AND SERVICES:

Dining: 
The resident chef at Haina serves three meals a day:

-Early morning continental breakfast / brunch or lunch / 3-course Dinner – High Tea late afternoon.

Tea & coffee is available throughout the day. 
Special dietary requirements can be catered for with prior notice. 

Splash Pool: 
-Salt water pool. 
-Size: 5x3 meters.

-Depth: 0.5m (shallow-end) → 1.5m (deep-end)
Brakah Campsite:
Brakah Campsite is located 3km from the Haina main gate & offers 5 separate sites (max 5 pax per site), an ablution block with hot & cold showers, flush toilets & separate washing up facilities. No electricity is provided & water is not suitable for drinking due to high salt content. Firewood, cold drinks & ice can all be purchased from the main lodge & daily activities can be booked. However use of the lodge facilities is permitted to fully inclusive guests only. 
SAMPLE ITINERARY

The following is a guide line of activities that could take place at Haina. Please note, the Kalahari has it’s own rhythm and this changes from day to day, we are respectful of this so our itineraries are merely a guide line, please let us know what your preference are regarding the activities and the timing thereof. Please note times are also season and weather dependant.

DAY 1- 
12h00: Arrive Haina, orientation discussion with your Guide and time allowed for you to settle in.

13h00: Light lunch  

16h00: High tea followed by a Game Drive. Besides the opportunity of seeing some game, this will give         guests the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the area. 
Sundowners will be enjoyed en route followed by a night drive back to camp. 

20h00: Guests are collected from their tents and transferred to the main Boma for dinner & drinks by the fire, after which guests are transferred back to their tents as and when the wish they too.
DAY 2-
05h30: Wakeup call at your tent 
06h00: Transfer to the main Boma for coffee & continental breakfast, followed by the early morning activity.


10h30: Brunch, followed by a few hours leisure time.
16h00: High tea, then a short drive to the Bushmen Village where you will learn how the Bushmen themselves have adapted to the harsh environment of the Kalahari.
19h30: Dinner with star gazing afterwards

The game drives in this itinerary are sometimes replaced with walks, depending on the guests’ requests and the game viewing conditions. We suggest that where the night game drive is selected that you forego the early morning game drive and enjoy a lie in. 
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OPTIONAL EXTRA EXCURSIONS: 
Haina Kalahari Lodge is on the northern border of the Central Kalahari Game Reserve. With this in mind we are able to offer overnight Mobile Safaris as well as day trip excursions into this area.

All Mobile Safaris depart and return from Haina Kalahari Lodge in Central Kalahari, Botswana. You journey into the Central Kalahari Game Reserve.

You will explore the area around Deception Valley, an ancient fossil river, game viewing is especially good as there are open plains and it is common to see very large herds of antelope. Sightings of predators are common as they lie in wait on the “river” banks, watching the antelope. We visit the camp site of Mark and Delia Owens, the authors of the book “Cry of the Kalahari”, we will learn more about their journeys in this fascinating region of Africa. 

Full day excursion into Deception Valley, Central Kalahari Game Reserve:

Depart early morning (± 06h00 depending on season) and make our way to the Central Kalahari Game Reserve. The driving time is approximately 3 hours to Deception Valley.  We will enjoy a “Kalahari” lunch here. Deception Valley is an ancient fossil river, game viewing is especially good as there are open plains and it is common to see very large herds of antelope. We will visit the camp site of Mark and Delia Owens, the authors of the book “Cry of the Kalahari”, we will learn more about their journeys in this fascinating region of Africa. Return to Haina in the late afternoon in time to freshen up before our evening meal.  
Full Day trip to the Makgadikgadi Salt Pans: NEW!!!!
Depart early morning and make our way to the Pans.  The driving time is approximately 2 hours to the actual Salt Pans.  We will enjoy a lunch here whilst staring at the never ending horizons of the crusty earth in search of the rare creatures that not only survives the harshness of this magical environment but lives there.  Return to Haina to freshen up in time for dinner around the campfire.
This trip cannot be pre-booked as it is totally dependent on the weather and cannot take place during rains.  Available from approximately 1/05/10 to 15/10/10.  
Overnight Mobile Safari into, Central Kalahari Game Reserve: (Min 2 nights)
The overnight mobile safari allows one the opportunity of living the “African Dream”, with southern skies and limitless African bush surrounding you. The itinerary follows the day excursion option, with the added benefit of setting up camp at, amongst others, the Kgori Campsite in the Park. This is a mobile safari, so the facilities are limited. The chefs at Haina supply superb meals in a superb setting. These mobile safaris are undertaken with a minimum stay of 2 nights. 

We will arrive back at Haina at around midday.

Recommended package is:

Day 1: Haina Kalahari Lodge

Day 2: Mobile safari

Day 3: Mobile safari

Day 3: Haina Kalahari Lodge.

Travel from Haina into the Central Kalahari Game Reserve:

Roads are all dirt and you will be travelling in a 4x4 vehicle. You will be accompanied by your guide.
Camping:

Game Reserve camp sites are used and on arrival your camp site will be ready. You will sleep in domed tents on padded stretchers. Top quality sleeping bags are provided. Safari chairs and table will be set out for your convenience. There is no water in the Kalahari so our safari group needs to bring in its own water. Ablutions are all environmentally friendly units and are supplied by the Game Reserve and portable bush showers are used. There is no electricity and your lights at night will be provided by candlelight and paraffin lanterns. All meals will be prepared around the camp fire by your top class chef.

What to bring: 

All camping equipment is provided, you need to bring only your clothing and personal items, we suggest that they include: Walking shoes, Hat, binoculars, cameras and sun block.
Clothing should preferably be comfortable and in colours that blend in with the bush and should include shorts and long trousers, a bush jacket for the evenings is recommended.

ITINERARIES:
The safaris are all tailor made to suit your specific needs, and the longer the duration the further into the Reserve we will be able to explore.

Below is a suggested four night itinerary:

Day 1: Arriving at Haina at around noon you will be transported to Haina Kalahari Lodge where you will spend your first night in a luxury en suite safari tent. A light lunch is served; you will be given the opportunity to settle in before going on a late afternoon game drive. Sundowners are served around a campfire, followed by dinner under the African sky.

Day 2: Depart early morning (± 06h00 depending on season) after a continental breakfast. We make our way to the Central Kalahari Game Reserve. The driving time is approximately 3 hours to our destination. We explore as we travel and meals are served either en route or at the campsite depending on the game viewing opportunities. On arrival at your campsite in the reserve, you will have time for a hot Bucket shower before dinner is served around the camp fire.

Day 3: Today we journey south from Deception Valley to Deception pans, we will visit the camp site of Mark and Delia Owens, the authors of the book “Cry of the Kalahari”, where we will learn more about their journeys in this fascinating region of Africa. We go in search of animals in the African bush and we go where the animals lead. Brunch around 10h30 & High tea at 16h00 with a short afternoon drive to see the sun set over the Kalahari horizon. After dinner, enjoy the camp fire with the sound of a jackal calling in the distance.

Day 4: Early morning breakfast with a drive to the edge of “Deception Valley” to simply soak up Africa before departing for Haina, arriving back at around midday in time for a delicious lunch.
Approx travelling time from Haina to:

-Matsweri Gate (closest entrance to CKGR) is 47 km / travelling time 45 minutes, by road.
OTHER SUGGESTED PACKAGES:
Bush & Delta: 

Central Kalahari Mobile Safaris and Haina Kalahari Lodge form part of the group, Botswana Expeditions, one other holiday option within this group is the Okavango River Boats (www.okavangoriverboats.com). Combining the Kalahari experience with a Delta experience is the ultimate in an African safari.

The Ngwesi Houseboat is conveniently moored near the town of Sepupa, which is easily accessible via Seronga or Shakawe by air or by road.
Okavango River Boats offer luxury accommodation on the Ngwesi House Boat, owned and managed by Haina Kalahari Lodge. Guests may choose to lounge on the houseboat or make use of the “tender” boats to explore the Delta with its countless water channels, floating islands & fertile banks where guests will have the opportunity of superb birding (approx 450 species in the Delta) & encounters with Hippos and crocodile. You will be invited to try your hand at the sport of Tiger and Bream fishing. This area of the Okavango Delta is a haven for the fly fishermen. 

The House Boat comes with a skipper/chef and can be booked as self catering or fully catered.
An ideal itinerary would be:

Day 1

: Haina Kalahari Lodge

Day 2&3

: Central Kalahari Mobile Safari
Day 4

: Haina Kalahari Lodge.  

Day 5 &6
: Ngwesi Houseboat.

Responsible Tourism:
Haina Kalahari Lodge strives to adhere to the principles of responsible tourism by maximising local economic benefit, respecting the social and cultural diversity and by reducing environmental impact. 

For you and your client’s peace of mind Haina Kalahari Lodge adheres to local Council’s health and safety standards and carries public liability insurance.  

Social Responsible: Haina Kalahari Lodge currently employs 20 full time staff members from the local communities; we also accommodate and support 3 Bushmen families, by providing housing, food and regular income in return for cultural experiences to our guests. 

Environmental responsibility: Haina Kalahari Lodge has embarked on a drive to maximise solar power.  We currently have solar driven pumps at all waterholes.  All hot water in camp is provided by solar hot water systems.  Haina Kalahari Lodge only makes use of a diesel generator for 4 and half hours daily.  The rest of the power is generated by Solar.  This monitored use has saved enormous amounts of diesel, gas emissions and sound pollution. 
Natural resources responsibility: Haina has gone to great expense to install a desalinating water plant, which is being used to make drinking water from otherwise extremely salty water.  Water is a precious commodity in the Kalahari and new pipelines have been introduced to prevent any water loss.  We inform guests of the importance of saving water and request that they take this into consideration with laundry etc. Buckets are used for other needs of fresh water rather that running water.
